On New Yearõs Eve, many if not all of us breathed a heartfelt sigh of relief that 2009 

had come to an end.  This past year was a most difficult year to say the least.  As American 

Jews, we shared in the pain and outrage of Israel being condemned by the United Nations in 

the Goldstone Report, for the War in Gaza.  The Jewish State was compared to Nazi Germany 

ð Why?  For doing what every nation is obligated to do:  defending its citizens.  For three 

years, day in and day out, innocent Israeli men, women, children and the elderly were subject 

to rocket attacks from Gaza at the hands of Hamas.  And yet, Israel was blamed for starting 

the war and the loss of human lifeð not the perpetrators ð not the instigators ð not the 

lawless and heartless members of Hamas who attacked our children and used their own 

children as human shields.   Furthermore, European Jewry suffered an unprecedented 

number of anti-Semitic attacks, primarily at the hands of radical Muslim youth. 

At home, havoc was wrecked on the American economy; the unemployment rate 

soared above ten percent as we suffered the worst economic crisis since the Great 

Depression and many of us saw our life savings and economic security profoundly 

compromised.  As a Jewish community, our economic troubles were further amplified by 

Bernard Madoff as Jewish organizations, one after another, after another, lost countless 

millions of dollars. 

But, our Jewish heritage directs us to look forward and not back; to approach the New 

Year with a renewed sense of hope and belief that things will be better in the days ahead.  

This, indeed, is sound advice rooted in history.  For example, as the New Year dawned, Prime 

Minister Netanyahu announced that he is optimistic of the prospects for peace with the 

Palestinians.  European Jewry, in partnership with Temple Israel through our youth exchange 

programs is working on strengthening solidarity between World Jewry across religious and 

national boundaries as it seems that we have finally come to see that we are one people of 

one faith and one fate.  In this spirit, next month, our high school students will be the guests 

of the Yeshiva in Rome under the auspices of the Orthodox Chief Rabbinate of Rome.  And let 

us find hope in our future as a Temple family in the fact that while last year we welcomed 

only two new students into our Religious School, this year we welcomed over twenty students 

into our Religious School. 

And on a personal note, while you comforted me and my family this past February on 

the loss of my beloved brother, Dr. Edward Rosenbaum, you celebrated with Amy, Michelle, 

Jordan, Dylan and me at the bris of my second grandchild, Ryan Evan as the year was coming 

to a close.  Therefore, at this, the beginning of the New Year and the beginning of a new 

decade, let us remember that without hope, nothing is possible and with hope nothing is 

impossible.  And let us remember, too, that the Jewish National Anthem is Hatikva, which 

means hope, for we are the people of hope.  And so, please accept my heartfelt love, best 

wishes and prayers from my home to your home that the New Year be a time of renewed 

hope, health, happiness and peace for us and all peoples everywhere.
