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A LESSON FOR SHAVUOT ð IN WHOM DO WE TRUST? 

    

   Twenty-first century men and women are finding it harder and harder to find an  

institution in whom they can trust.  For example, though the words òIN GOD WE TRUSTó are boldly  

emblazoned on the back of our currency, how much faith do we and the World currency market still place 

in the dollar bill? 

Many of the baby-boom generation remember the quote attributed to GMõs CEO Charles òEngine 

Charlieó Wilson who was nominated by President Eisenhower to be Secretary of Defense.  He was re-

ported to have said, òWhatõs good for General Motors is good for America.ó   Well this past year after 

eighty-four years, we saw GM booted from the Dow and bailed out, courtesy of our pocketbooks, to the 

tune of tens of billions of dollars.  In recent weeks, we witnessed our        passionate romance with Japa-

nese cars come to a screeching halt as the media informed us of more and more and more defects in an 

ever-growing list of Toyota vehicles that compromise our safety on the road and that the auto maker tried 

to cover up. 

Our faith in Wall Street, the Financial Capitol of the World, has been shaken to the very core in the 

last few years.  From plummeting stocks to Bernie Madoffõs Ponzie scheme to Lehmann Brothers          

collapse, we thought we had seen it all.  But the latest news from Goldman Sachs is a real shocker.  What 

they now stand accused of having done, was to market mortgage-backed securities, while at the same 

time looking to make a profit by betting that the securities that they sold would plunge in value.  In other 

words, they sold people a product which they told them they could make money on and without their   

customers knowing it, Goldman Sachs bet against them.  They bet against the product they were selling, 

though in the words of Lloyd   Blankfein, Goldman Sachs CEO, òWe didnõt have a massive short against 

the housing market and we certainly did not bet against our clients.ó 

And so, in whom can we trust?  In what institutions can we place our faith?  To begin, let us place 

our faith in God.  The Holy One, Blessed be He, has provided us with a formula for living our lives          

contained in the Torah, which tells us how we may be a blessing to ourselves and others.   The Torah   

provides us with a value system that transcends the material and the momentary and tells us what really 

matters in life: family, fraternity and faith.  It is our contract with the Holy, which has withstood the test of 

time and enabled us, as a people, not only to òsurvive,ó but even in the face of the òunspeakable,ó to 

thrive as western civilizationõs longest running success story. 

And the institution in which we can trust and which has yielded uninterrupted dividends for over a 

century to those who invest in it, is our beloved Temple Israel.  Our Temple is a model of spiritual          

excellence, social justice, dynamic Jewish education and individual service and caring to our members 

and for congregations across the United States and the World.  The children in our Religious School not 

only learn about Judaism, but in a warm and caring atmosphere, come to feel more Jewish.  Our Shabbat 

and Holy Day Services inspire, uplift, comfort and speak of the joy we can find in life; our High School   

students, through our historic exchange programs, have become citizens of the World who understand 

that they have the power to help change the World for the better; and our programs of social justice     

promote the dignity of humankind and help us     realize our dreams for the future. 

It is to these needs, yearnings, hopes and faith in God that our Holy Day of Shavuot speaks.  So, 

please accept my personal invitation to join with me on Tuesday evening, May 18th, as we celebrate the 

accomplishments of our High School students and Graduates, wish them well and give thanks to God for 

the gift of the Torah.
